PHOTOSTORY 3
The program allows you to create videos from still photos to play on your computer or burn to DVD. The program is very easy to use.
STEP BY STEP INSTRUCTIONS:
1. Locate the Photostory folder on your desktop where you saved all of the images that you want to use for this project. 
2. Click the Start Menu, all programs, and open Photostory 3 for Windows.
3. Choose - Begin a New Story or Edit an Existing one (if you are returning).

4. Click on import pictures on the first screen

5. Select the 15 pictures that you saved on your desktop for this project.  You can import them all at once by selecting holding down the Shift button and clicking the first and last image.
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Once the photos are imported, you have some options to edit them. 
6. Notice the cursor in the screenshot below. There are options for editing including edit photo, remove red eye, rotate, and correct color levels. Scroll thru and edit as needed.
7. Rearrange the pictures by dragging them on the filmstrip until they are in the order that you want them. (1-15)
8. The next option that you have is to remove the black borders on each picture. Notice the black borders on the filmstrip across the bottom.
9. Click on remove black borders and Photostory3 will resize the photos if possible.
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10.    It takes a little time for the program to remove black borders. When you are finished, Click > Next.
11.    Add text to the photos using the text editing tools.  You can change the font, font color, size, and alignment. Add text to at least 7 pictures. When you are finished, Click > Next.

12. On this screen, you can narrate your story – notice the record button. (This is not required at this time, go to #14)
In addition to recording narration, you can also customize motion.  By setting the motion manually, you can select the general areas of a picture that will appear at the beginning and end of the picture's video clip. 
13. Click the Customize Motion button.  You can choose between the Motion and Duration option or the Transition option by clicking each tab. 
14. Change the start and end motion position by cropping into a specific point on the image.   You can also alter how long the image will display. When you have made changes for an image, click the Go To Next Picture arrow located under the Duration section.  Make adjustments as necessary for each picture image.
15. Click the Transition tab.  This will alter how each picture frame moves from one to the other.  Use a different transition for each picture.  You can also change the amount of time for the transition.  Click the arrows to toggle between pictures.

16. When you have added Motion and Transition to each picture, click the Close button to close out the Motion and Duration dialog box.

17.   Click the Next button.
On this next menu, you can add background music from a file on your computer or you can click Create Music to use the music in the program.  
18. Add different music to each image by clicking the Create Music button.  A new dialog box will appear with several choices as you can see on the screenshot below.  
a. Click the drop down arrow next to Genre.  You can select between Classical through Jazz.

b. Each genre has different styles.  Click the drop down arrow next to Style and choose between the selections.
c. Toggle between the Bands selections.

d. Switch the mood to match with each picture.  You can choose from selections such as Happy, Sad, Tense, Upbeat, etc…)

e. Tempo allows you to change the timing of the music from slow to fast.

f. Toggle between the Intensity selections to find which you prefer.

g. Listen to previews by clicking the play button.  
h. When you are finished, Click > OK.

19.  The next step is to set the volume and Click > Next when you are ready.
The last step is to decide how to save the file.

20. Choose the Save your story for playback on your computer option. 
21. Under File Name, choose the browse button and locate the Photostory Folder that you created on your desktop.  Then click Next and it will save a .wma version of your file.
